The May ROO Scholarship Report has new scholarship opportunities.  If you want more information, contact Ms. Hartnett (A-G), Mrs. Trammell (H-O), Mrs. Scott (P-Z), Mrs. Freeman (PASS), or Mrs. Lindsey (CTE).
It’s not too late to apply for scholarships.  Remember to contact the college you plan to attend for scholarship opportunities.  Also, come by Admin B regularly to check for new scholarship applications.
The Texas Jaycee Foundation Scholarship:  This scholarship is based on financial need (50%), academics (25%), and community involvement (25%).  Students must submit a completed application, three letters of recommendation, an official high school transcript, and a 100 – 300 word paragraph about their planned chosen field of college study.  This $2,000 scholarship is available to students who are planning to attend a Texas college, university, or technical school.  There are different applications based on whether you are attending a university or community college.  The application deadline is May 31 and the applications are available in Admin B.

Weatherford/Parker County Branch of the National Association for the Advancement of Colored People Scholarship:  NAACP is offering two $250.00 scholarships to graduating high school seniors who plan to attend Weatherford College.  Students must have a 2.5 GPA out of 4.0, must take at least 12 hours at Weatherford College and will need two letters of recommendation.  This scholarship is open to students of all races.  The deadline for submission is May 24 and students may pick up an application in Admin B.

Order of the Eastern Star, Chapter 21 Scholarship:  Students need to enclose an application, two letters of recommendation, and a copy of their high school transcript to apply for this scholarship.  Criteria taken into consideration will be a student’s moral character, scholastic or personal achievement, and demonstrated leadership ability.  Students must be planning to attend Weatherford College.  The deadline is May 31 and students may pick up an application in Admin B.  This scholarship is for $500.
Al’s Formal Wear Scholarship:  Two $1,000 scholarships will be awarded by Al’s Formal Wear and entries must be postmarked by May 31.  Students need to submit a 500 word essay online about their educational goals and how the scholarship would help them achieve their goals.  In addition, students will need to send two letters of recommendation and a transcript to Al’s Formal Wear Scholarship Committee, 7807 Main Street, Houston, Texas 77030. Automotive Hall of Fame Scholarship:  Students need to have an interest in an automotive career, plan to attend a college or university, and have a 3.0 GPA on a 4.0 scale.  Financial need is considered for this scholarship.  The deadline for submission is June 1, 2013.  Students may apply online at www.automotivehalloffame.org/school.
American Chemical Engineers Minority Scholarship:  This scholarship is available for students planning to major in Chemical Engineering that are in a minority group that is under-represented in the Chemical Engineering field (African-American, Hispanic, Native American, or Alaskan Native).  Students must have a 3.0 GPA on a 4.0 scale and be able to show financial need.  All applications are submitted online and the scholarship is for $1,000.  The deadline is June 15, 2013. Ayn Rand We the Living Essay Contest:  Students need to submit an essay of 700 – 1,500 words in length online at:  http://essaycontest.aynrandnovels.org.  Remember to include your name, address, and email address with the essay.  The deadline for submission is May 6, 2013.  The first place prize is $3,000.  Topics for the essay and instructions about how to submit the essay are listed on the website.  There are no applications.
